THE SaBANCI UNIVERSITY Board of Trustees endowed
the Sakip Sabanci International Research Awards

in 2006 to honor the will of the late Sakip Sabanci,
Honorary Chairman of Sabanci University, for en-
couraging prestigious research in social sciences, and
promoting academic studies that will draw intellectual
attention to Tiirkiye. In addition to essay awards, a Jury
Special Award was established in 2012 to be presented
to distinguished academics with lifelong contribution to
an area of social sciences.

Being a first in Tiirkiye, the Sakip Sabanci Interna-
tional Research Awards shed light on and encouraged
Turkish studies in social sciences including sociology,
economics, history and political science. More than 600
submissions from 40 countries have been received for
the awards since 2006.

Decisions are made by an international jury board
consisting of independent members who are experts in
their subject areas, which helps the awards to set a solid
foundation for future research to be conducted.

The Award Ceremony and Sakip Sabanci
Commemoration have been held concurrently since
2015 to remember the late Sakip Sabanci by rewarding
high-quality, original works in social sciences.

Donlsen dinya diizeninde
degerleri yeniden tasarlamak:
Neler korunmali, neler yeniden
degerlendirilmeli ve tanimlanmali?

Degerler, bireysel davranislari, sosyal, ekonomik ve politik normlari ve kurumsal
uygulamalari sekillendiren rehber ilkeler olarak islev gordikleri igin doniisen bir

diinyada hayati 6neme sahiptir. Degerler, belirsizlik ve degisim zamanlarinda karar
alma, dncelikleri belirleme ve karmasik zorluklari ele alma konusunda ahlaki ve etik bir
cerceve yaratarak istikrar saglarlar. Ayrica demokrasi, giivenlik, ekonomik diizen ve barig
icin de yapi taglaridirlar. Hizli degisim ve bozulma, teknolojik ilerleme ve artan kiiresel
baglantililik ¢caginda, diinya derin bir doniislimden gegiyor. Bu gelismelere paralel olarak,
geleneksel olarak bireyleri, gruplari, uluslari ve kurumlari yénlendiren degerlerin elestirel
bir yeniden degerlendirmeye ihtiya¢ duyup duymadigi konusunda tartigmalar var. Bu
baglamda su sorular 6zellikle nemlidir: Giinimiz gercekleri 1si8inda, giincel sorunlara
cevap vermek ve diinyayi anlamak icin cerceveler saglamak iizer, gegmisten hangi
degerlerin korunmasi hangilerinin yeniden degerlendirilmesi ve hangi ilkelerin tamamen
yeniden tanimlanmasi gerekiyor?

Bu temel sorulari ele alan teorik, ampirik ve karsilagtirmali bakis agilarindan ve cesitli
disiplin perspektiflerinden gelen bagvurulari tesvik ediyoruz. Katkida bulunanlari,
bireyleri, toplumlari ve kurumlari sekillendiren degerleri elestirel bir sekilde incelemeye
ve bunlarin 21. yiizyilin karmasikliklarinda yol gésterici olacak ve gelecek nesilleri
bilgilendirmek icin nasil korunabilecegi, uyarlanabilecegi veya yeniden disiiniilebilecegi
konusunda fikirler sunmaya davet ediyoruz. Aragtirmalar su konulari igerebilir ancak
bunlarla sinirh degildir: Degisen kiiresel yonetim ve gii¢ dinamiklerindeki degerler,
demokrasi ve baris, teknoloji ve dijital diinyada etik, iklim degisikligi ve cevre
politikasindaki yonetisim ilkeleri, sosyal ve politik adaletsizliklerle basa ¢ikmak icin yeni
etik ilkeler, kiiresellesmis bir diinyada kiiltiirel degerlerin roli, cinsiyet esitligi, kimlik,
genclik ve egitim Uzerine elestirel tartismalar.

Values are crucial in a transforming world since they serve as guiding principles that
shape individual behavior, social, economic, and political norms, and institutional
practices. In times of uncertainty and change, they provide stability by providing a moral
and ethical framework for making decisions, setting priorities and addressing complex
challenges. They are also the building blocks for democracy, security, economic order,
and peace. In an era of rapid change and disruption, technological advancement, and
increasing global interconnectedness, the world is undergoing profound transformation.
In parallel to these developments, there are debates on whether values that have
traditionally guided individuals, groups, nations, and institutions require a critical
reassessment. The following questions are particularly important in this respect: In light
of contemporary realities, what values from the past need to be preserved, which ones
can be reevaluated, and which principles need to be completely redefined to remain
relevant and provide frameworks for understanding the world?

We encourage submissions from diverse disciplinary perspectives and theoretical,
empirical and comparative perspectives that address these fundamental questions.
Contributors are invited to critically examine the values that shape individuals, societies,
and institutions, and offer insights into how they might be preserved, adapted, or
rethought to navigate the complexities of the 21st century and inform the future
generations. Topics may include but are not limited to: values in a changing global
governance and power dynamics, democracy and peace, ethics in technology and the
digital world, governance principles in climate change and environmental policy, new
ethical principles to address social and political injustices, role of cultural values in a
globalized world, critical discussions on gender equality, identity, youth, and education.

She is Professor Emeritus in the Department of Political Science at the University
of California, Berkeley. She received her PhD in Political Philosophy from Princeton
University in 1983. She taught at the University of California, Santa Cruz and Williams
College before joining Berkeley in 1999. Her academic interests include the history of
political theory, feminist theory, contemporary critical legal theory, 19th- and 20th-
century Continental philosophy, and contemporary American political culture. She is
best known for her critical analyses of power structures, political identity, citizenship,
and political subjectivity in contemporary liberal democracies, incorporating ideas from
Marx, Nietzsche, Weber, Freud, Frankfurt School theorists, Foucault, and contemporary
Continental philosophers.

In recent years, her work has focused particularly on neoliberalism and the political
formations it has spawned. Among her prominent books are States of Injury: Power and
Freedom in Late Modernity (Princeton, 1995), Regulating Aversion: Tolerance in the Age
of Identity and Empire (Princeton, 2006), Walled States, Waning Sovereignty (Zone,
2010), Undoing the Demos: Neoliberalism’s Stealth Revolution (Zone, 2015), and In the
Ruins of Neoliberalism: The Rise of Anti-Democratic Politics in the West (Columbia
University Press, 2019).

A distinguished scholar whose work has been translated into more than twenty
languages, she lectures worldwide and has been awarded numerous prestigious
academic fellowships and visiting professorships. She has recently served as a visiting
professor at Columbia University, Cornell University, Birkbeck College, University
of London, and the London School of Economics. In 2017-2018, she was a Simon
Guggenheim Fellow and a Presidential Research Fellow in the Humanities at the
University of California. In the 2021-2022 academic year, she served as a Visiting
Distinguished Professor in the Faculty of Social Sciences at the Institute for Advanced
Study in Princeton. In 2021, she was awarded the Berkeley Citation, the highest
honor bestowed by the University of California, Berkeley. This award is presented to
“distinguished individuals or organizations who have made outstanding contributions to
UC Berkeley and exceed the standards of excellence in their field.”

Azalan gliven seviyeleri, hesap verebilirlik
ve hukukun ustiinliiga ile ilgili sorunlar, popiilizmin yiikselisi ve diinya genelinde yasanan
demokrasi krizi; Cumhuriyetci dislinceye ve daha spesifik olarak siyasi kurumlar,
ozgirliik, esitlik, vatandaslk ve 6zyonetim bigcimlerine iliskin Cumhuriyetgi siyasi
perspektiflere yonelik olarak yapilan bilimsel aragtirmalarin artmasini saglamaktadir.
Siyaset teorisi, kargilastirmali siyaset ve uluslararasi iligkiler alanindaki teorik ve ampirik
caligmalar, gecmis Cumhuriyet geleneklerini yeniden kesfetmenin ve ulus-devletin
icinde ve dtesinde mikro ve makro 6lgekte yeni vatandas katilimi, dayanigsma, sivil
katilim ve muzakere bicimleri digtinmenin bir¢ok yolunu 6nermektedir. Cumhuriyetler
ve Cumhuriyetgilik Gizerine elestirel bakis agilari; farkli cinsiyet, cinsellik, etnisite, irk,
sinif, vatandaslik, goc ve din eksenleri boyunca gegmisteki ve mevcut esitsizlikleri
yansitmaktadir. Tarihsel, sosyolojik ve antropolojik perspektifler, farkli Cumhuriyetci
gelenekleri ve ¢oklu ve etkilesim halindeki sosyal ve politik tahakkiim ve tiranlk
bicimleriyle baglantili gerilimleri yeniden kesfetmekte ve bunlara igik tutmaktadir.
Ekonomik perspektifler, Cumhuriyetcilik, Liberalizm ve Neoliberalizm arasindaki
karmasik iliski hakkindaki bu tartigsmaya katkida bulunmaktadir. Mevcut kiiresel sorunlar,
bilim insanlarini, insanin 6tesindeki felsefi, ahlaki ve etik perspektifler diigtinildiigiinde,
res publica fikrinin ne oldugu hakkinda yeni sorular sormaya davet etmektedir.

AWARD THEME

The 100th Anniversary of the
Republic of Tirkiye: Republicanism
in Theory and Application

On the eve of the 100th Anniversary of the Republic of Tiirkiye, Sakip Sabanci
International Research Awards will acknowledge scholarly inputs from a wide range

of disciplines and theoretical, empirical and comparative perspectives on the concept,
history and institutions of the Republic and Republicanism. Declining levels of trust,
problems related to accountability and rule of law, the rise of populism and the crisis of
democracy across the globe enhance scholarly inquiry to Republican thought and more
specifically towards Republican political perspectives on political institutions, liberty,
equality, citizenship and forms of self-governance. Theoretical and empirical studies in
political theory, comparative politics and international relations suggest multiple ways
to rediscover past Republican traditions and envision new forms of citizen engagement,
solidarity, civic participation and deliberation on micro and macro scales, within, but
also beyond the nation-state. Critical perspectives on Republics and Republicanism
reflect on past and existing inequalities along different axes of gender, sexuality,
ethnicity, race, class, citizenship, migration and religion. Historical, sociological and
anthropological perspectives rediscover and shed light onto different Republican
traditions and tensions linked to multiple and interacting forms of social and political
domination, and tyranny. Economic perspectives add to this debate on the complex
relationship between Republicanism, Liberalism and Neoliberalism. Current global
problems invite scholars to formulate new questions about what happens to the idea of
the res publica when philosophical, moral and ethical perspectives beyond the human
are considered. Particularly important in this aspect is the following question: What is
there to derive from Republican thought and practice for developing and/or improving
policy perspectives on politics, economics, culture, education and urbanization.

He was appointed a Companion of the Order of Australia in 2017. Born and raised in
Ireland, he was a lecturer in University College, Dublin, a Research Fellow at Trinity Hall,
Cambridge, and Professor of Philosophy at the University of Bradford, before moving
in 1983 to the Research School of Social Sciences, Australian National University; there
he held a professorial position jointly in Social and Political Theory and Philosophy until
2002.

He was elected fellow of the American Academy of Arts and Sciences in 2009,

honorary member of the Royal Irish Academy in 2010 and Corresponding Fellow of

the British Academy in 2013; he has long been a fellow of the Australian academies in
Humanities and Social Sciences. He holds honorary professorships in Philosophy at
Sydney University and Queen’s University, Belfast and has been awarded honorary
degrees by the National University of Ireland (Dublin), the University of Crete, Lund
University, Universite de Montreal, Queen’s University, Belfast and the University of
Athens. Common Minds: Themes from the Philosophy of Philip Pettit appeared from
OUP in 2007, edited by Geoffrey Brennan, R.E.Goodin, Frank Jackson and Michael Smith.

He works in moral and political theory and on background issues in the philosophy
of mind and metaphysics. His recent single-authored books include The Common
Mind (OUP 1996), Republicanism (OUP 1997), A Theory of Freedom (OUP 2001), Rules,
Reasons and Norms (OUP 2002), On the People’s Terms: A Republican Theory and
Model of Democracy (CUP 2012); Just Freedom: A Moral Compass for a Complex World
(W.W.Norton 2014) and The Robust Demands of the Good: Ethics with Attachment,
Virtue and Respect (OUP 2015). Philip Pettit has two books translated into Turkish: A
Companion to Contemporary Political Philosophy (DIPNOT Publications, 2016) and
Republicanism (Ayrinti Publications, 1998).

He made significant contributions to the development of Civic Republicanism with
his academic studies.

KURSELLESME devlet, piyasa ve toplum arasindaki iligkileri donuistiirmektedir. Bu ylizyilin
basinda, kiiresellegmenin finans ve ticaret kurumlarina kargi gerceklesen protestolar ve
sosyal hareketler, aragtirmacilari kiiresellesmenin tutulmayan vaatlerini, kazananlarini
ve kaybedenlerini ve giderek artan hognutsuzlugu incelemeye yoneltti.

Modern diinyanin karmasikligi, devletin
yapisi ve yeteneklerinin hem kendi toplumu hem de uluslararasi toplum igin her
zamankinden daha da 6nemli oldugunu tartigsmasiz bir sekilde ortaya koydu. Cok
kutuplu bir diinyanin ortaya cikisi ve otoriter hiikiimetlerin devlet kapitalizmini alternatif
model olarak benimsemesi kiiresellesme olgusunu nasil bir gelecegin beklediginin
sorgulanmasini getirmektedir.



AWARD THEME
The Future of Globalization:
Return of the State?

GLOBALIZATION has transformed the relations between state, market, and society. At
the turn of the century, protests, and movements against the financial and trade
institutions of globalization have led scholars to study its broken promises, its winners
and losers and the growing discontent. Twenty years forward, we are facing a backlash
against globalization beyond its economic dimension. Withdrawals from international
and regional institutions, electoral successes of nationalist leaders, anti-immigrant
sentiments are the new manifestations of this backlash against political and social
globalization.

Yet, we do live in a world of states. The pandemic has once again revitalized this
ongoing debate on whether globalization is in retreat and whether we are witnessing
the comeback of the state. If so, what kind of a state? The complexities of the modern
world have arguably made the structure and capabilities of the state ever more
consequential for its society as well as the broader international society. Emergence of a
truly multipolar world and the alternative models of state capitalism under authoritarian
governments also call into question what kind of future awaits the globalization
phenomenon.

CcoviD-19 PANDEMiISiYLE miicadelede diinyada hiikiimetlerin izledigi politikalar nemli
farkliliklar géstermistir. Bazi hitkkiimetler olaganiisti hal diizenlemeleriyle sosyal mesafe
uygulamasi yoluna gitmisken, digerleri bu konuya bireysel tercih meselesi olarak
yaklasarak yurttaslarini kendi kendilerini izole etmeye ikna etmeyi se¢mis ve bunda
farkli oranlarda basari elde etmiglerdir.

AWARD THEME

Post-Corona World And Turkey:
Social, Psychological And Political
Impacts Of The Pandemics

IN COPING WITH COVID-19 PANDEMIC, government policies in the world displayed
considerable differences. While some governments implemented social distancing
through emergency laws, others approached this as a matter of personal choice

and ventured into persuading their citizens towards self-confinement, with mixed
success. In the fight against the pandemic, the success of the government policies
became increasingly dependent on the behavior of their citizens. Civic activism was
curtailed along with the decline in the citizens’ ability to come together, organize and
advocate. Nevertheless, new civil society actors and a novel type of civic activism
emerged in attempts to provide essential services such as food and masks, stop the
spread of incorrect and harmful information as well as protect the disadvantaged and
marginalized groups.

What were the social psychological factors in understanding the impact of perceived
threat of spreading Covid-19? Did the pandemic increase potentially maladaptive
collective defensive behaviors, such as stigmatization, xenophobia, social isolation, fear
of job loss, distrust toward health system and governments, as well as adaptive social
behaviors, such as, social cohesion, creative collective actions, and altruism?

What were the factors behind the adoption of such different government policies

and citizen behavior in the face of the pandemic? Did the pandemic trigger novel
government policies and citizen behavior or rather lend more credence to the already
existing tendencies and status quo? What were the impacts of societal underpinnings
such as the prevalence of individual and/or collective life styles in different societies
in addressing the pandemic? Can individual autonomy coexist alongside the collective
needs of the societies facing the pandemic? How did the government and citizens

in Turkey respond to the pandemic and how do these responses compare with their
counterparts in other countries? Can responses to the pandemic enable us to cope
better with other impending threats such as climate change?

Sciences, Professor Michie is Professor of Health Psychology, Director of the Centre
for Behavior Change at University College London, and co-director, fellow and advisor
in many research institutions. Being in the front line of the fight against Covid-19,
Professor Michie is a member of the Covid-19 Behavioral Science Advisory Group, a
sub-group of the UK Government’s Scientific Advisory Group for Emergencies (SAGE),
the Lancet Commission on Covid-19, the Behavioral Predictions and Sciences Technical
Board of the WHO and chair of the Academy of Social Science’s ‘Health of People’
project.

Professor Michie’s scientific research has focused on sustainable behavior change
required to protect public health and the environment. She has developed genuine
theories and evidence-based interventions for behavior change in this field. The projects
and programs she has developed through interdisciplinary cooperation with medicine,
environmental engineering and computer science, particularly by using machine learning
and Al applications effectively, have been implemented in numerous fields. Her two
collaborative interdisciplinary projects are the Human Behaviour Change Project and
Complex Systems for Sustainability and Health. Professor Michie has more than 500
scientific articles and many books published, and her book “Behavior Change Wheel: A
Guide to Designing Interventions” is one of the reference books in the related field. Her
scientific work constitutes a rich source for public health programs and public policies in
the field of psychological health to be developed during and after the Covid-19 pandemic.
Professor Michie is a role model for social scientists not only for her development
and implementation of behavior-change models but also for her awareness of social
inequalities, and leadership in explaining the social and psychological impact of the
Covid-19 to policy-makers and the community.

kurulmus uluslararasi orgiitler ise son on yilda etkilerini yitirmekte.

Birlesmis Milletler
Genel Sekreterligi’nin Kibris gibi sorunlara ¢6ziim getirme ¢aligmalari
beklenen sonuglari dogdurmadi.

AWARD THEME

Future of Multilateralism in Global
Turmoil: Rethinking Security,
Economy, Democracy

IN THE INTRODUCTION of his 1993 book titled Out of Control, Global
Turmoil on the Eve of the 21st Century, Zbigniew Brzezinski referred

to “discontinuity” as “the central reality of our contemporary history.”
Rising authoritarianisms in today’s world cast a shadow over what was
presumably learned from the atrocities committed by the totalitarian
regimes of the 20th century. Global governance through international
organizations is shadowed by reliance on unfettered predominance of
markets as well as many national obstacles jeopardizing social justice
and prospects of peace. International organizations that were formed in
the aftermath of the Second World War in order to prevent wars, defend
human rights, democracy, and rule of law on an international scale seem
to be declining in the course of the past decade. National referenda
terminating the ratification of the Constitutional Treaty for Europe as
well as Brexit raised questions about the stability and endurance of the
European Union. Efforts of the United Nations General Secretariat to
resolve conflicts such as the Cyprus issue did not deliver the intended
results. Council of Europe’s guidance for democratization especially
through the Venice Commission did not find a following among the
leaders of its member countries. Leaders and analysts declared the
North Atlantic Treaty Organization as obsolete and defunct. Global
transformation and the future of the international system hinges on
several pertinent questions: Are international organizations really in
decline? Are multilateral international relations still viable, or is the
international system heading towards hegemony? Can international
organizations still be engaged in facing global challenges to security,
economy, and democracy? Finally, what are Turkey’s new challenges in
this age of discontinuity and global turmoil? Innovative, original essays
on such and related questions are welcome.

in political science from Harvard. He has
served as Assistant Secretary of Defense
for International Security Affairs, Chair
of the National Intelligence Council, and
a Deputy Under Secretary of State. His
most recent books include The Powers
to Lead, The Future of Power, and
Presidential Leadership and the Creation
of the American Era.

He is a fellow of the American
Academy of Arts and Sciences, the British
Academy, and the American Academy
of Diplomacy. In a recent survey of
international relations scholars, he was
ranked as the most influential scholar
on American foreign policy, and in 2011,
Foreign Policy named him one of the top
100 Global Thinkers.

So I named
it soft power. Soft power is what one needs to make an effective
foreign policy. The art of diplomacy is to get agreements. It

is underpinned by the idea to sway the preferences of others
rather than using force and sanctions to be influential in world
politics. Soft power, which is the ability to get what you want
through attraction, rather than coercion or payment, can come
from a country’s culture, ideals or policies. I believe that soft
power will play a great role in Turkey’s future. It is important
that Turkey goes back to the soft power approach, and the use

of soft power when planning its future. I think that the culture
and universities in Turkey will contribute greatly to the country’s
soft power. Sabancit University and others make great efforts to

preserve academic freedom and intellectual integrity. These will

add to Turkey’s soft power in the future. By utilizing its soft power,

Turkey can achieve great things and create tremendous impact. I
am confident that the future holds great things for Turkey.”

After graduating from the Philosophy
and Sociology Department at University
of Warsaw, he received PhD degrees
in Political Science from Northwestern
University and Sociology from Polish
Academy of Sciences. He previously
taught at University of Chicago and
Washington University. Among others
Professor Przeworski is the recipient
of the Johan Skytte Prize and Woodrow
Wilson Book Prize.

Professor Przeworski contributed to
the studies on democracy by analyzing
the empirical relationship between
economic factors and political regimes,
economic outcomes under democratic
rule, the theoretical definition of political
regimes, and the strategic choices of
political actors who are involved in the
transition process.

Considering that losing parties have a chance
to win in the future, political actors and groups will prefer to stay
within the system. The balance between economy and democracy
is critical. Research suggests that countries which have attained
certain levels of economic development were then able to improve
their democracies. Democracy is under threat in all countries. For
the first time in two hundred years, many parents believe that
their children will be worse off than they are. In the longer term,
economic consequences will influence the decision of political
actors and groups to remain within the boundaries of democracy.”
